TOTE BAG HOOPLA!

4 ways with....
cardboard boxes

WASTE BIN HAND PUPPETS
1 Take several small cereal
boxes and carefully remove
the flaps from one end with
a pair of scissors.

2 Using a selection of
acrylic or poster paints,
(acrylic paint works best),
paint the outside of each 
of your boxes and leave to
dry. Alternatively, cover the
boxes with paper.

3 Let the children use their creativity and imagination to create
a varied selection of facial features and hair using scraps of
foam, googly eyes, felt, buttons, wool, pompoms, etc. Stick the
facial features onto the boxes using a suitable glue or glue gun
(adult supervision required!). When the glue is dry, the children
can make up their own hand puppet performances and
entertain their friends! You could even make a puppet theatre
from a large cardboard box with the front side cut away, using
material to make curtains.

1 Take a large, strong
cardboard box, and using
a ruler and pencil,
measure four panels for
the sides of your bin.
Ours measured 23cm
across the top, 18cm
across the bottom and
were each 29cm tall.
Measure and cut out a
square section with 18cm
long sides for your base.

2 Starting 1.5cm from the
base end and 1cm from the edge, measure and mark points
every 2.5cm along both sides and the bottom of each of your
four side panels. Repeat this for all four edges of your base
section and punch out the holes using a single hole punch.

3 Take a length of string (we doubled ours over for added
strength), and starting at one corner, thread together the 
side panels and the base and tie securely inside.

1 Take a large cardboard
box and carefully remove
the top flaps – you will
need these later! Using a
ruler and pencil, measure
and mark 8cm from each
corner and half way down
your box – our box was
30cm tall. Using scissors,
cut away the centre
sections to leave four
corner pillars.

2 Fold back 4cm of each side to form triangular shaped
pillars and secure using coloured masking tape.

3 To make four throwing rings, take the flaps you removed
earlier and draw around a circular object (ours measured 13.5cm
across). To create the centre section, we drew around a 7cm
roll of tape. Cut out and paint these rings and leave to dry. 
You can add points to each pillar and see who scores the most!

1 Take a large cereal box
and starting from the open
end, carefully cut away one
of the long side panels.
Trim neatly to create a
smooth edge and add
masking tape around the
edge. Tape up the open 
end and strengthen the 
box by adding tape around
the bottom corners.

2 Take a sheet of wrapping paper and cover the outside
of your box, securing the ends neatly inside with sticky tape.
Alternatively, cover with pictures and PVA glue.

3 Using a ruler, measure and mark two holes on each side
of the covered box. Ours were 8cm from each end and 2.5cm
from the top. Using a hole punch, make the four holes. Take
two pieces of cord about 45cm long and tie each end through
the holes to create your bag handles.
